This month’s new release priorities feature titles have a distinctive South American feel with CD’s from Mexico, Putumayo’s Salsa compilation and some fantastic Flamenco we have picked a few
easy Mexican recipes that are perfect for a BBQ or get together while the weather is still warn enough.

SALSA

A salsa is a mixture of chopped vegetables or fruit with a variety of flavourings. A side dish originating in Mexican cuisine, it is now popular served with barbecued meats, chicken or seafood.
Tomatoes are often used as the base and combined with cucumber, onion, garlic, herbs and lemon or lime juice. Salsas can be fresh or cooked and range from spicy to sweet. Other favourites

include mango, corn, avocado, pawpaw, coriander, chilli and pineapple.
Ingredients

Basic salsa

A mixed tomato salsa: 1 medium size tomato
12 yellow cherry tomatoes

1 shallot

1 large jalapeno chilli minced

2 tbs fresh chopped coriander

2 ths fresh lime juice, salt and pepper
Salsa Verde

1 cup flat leaf parsley

2 tbs capers drained

6 anchovies

3 cloves garlic

1 small red onion

100ml extra virgin olive oil

salt and pepper

Grilled vegetable salsa

1 small red onion, sautéed

2 tomatoes, halved and roasted

2 cups chopped char grilled capsicum
2 tbs pitted black olives

1 clove garlic

1/2 tsp ground cumin

1 tbs lemon

Salt and pepper, to season. Stir through 1/4 cup chopped rocket or basil before serving.

1. Finely dice the vegetables. Cucumber and tomatoes need to be deseeded to reduce the
moisture.

2. Combine ingredients in bowl and season to taste with salt and pepper.

3. Cover with plastic wrap and set aside for the flavours to develop.

4. Serve the salsa as an accompaniment to barbecued meats or with crusty bread.

Mexican Meatballs
Ingredients (serves 4)

750g turkey or chicken mince

1 small brown onion, grated

35¢ packet salt-reduced taco seasoning mix
1 cup fresh white breadcrumbs

1/2 cup coriander leaves, finely chopped
olive oil cooking spray

corn chips, to serve

Tomato salsa

2 tomatoes, seeds removed, diced

1 avocado, diced

310g can corn kernels, drained

1/2 cup coriander leaves, chopped

1 lime, juiced

1. Preheat oven to 200°C. Line a large baking tray with baking paper.

2. Make tomato salsa: Combine tomato, avocado, corn kernels, coriander and 2 tablespoons lime
juice in a bowl. Season with salt and pepper. Cover and refrigerate until ready to serve.

3. Combine mince, onion, taco seasoning mix, breadcrumbs and coriander in a large bowl. Mix
well. Roll tablespoonfuls of mixture into balls. Place on baking tray. Spray with oil. Bake for 20
minutes or until cooked through. Serve with tomato salsa and corn chips.

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Fried Green olives

Known as aceitunas rellenas, stuffed Spanish olives make a fantastic snack.
Preparation Time: 15 minutes

Cooking Time: 5 minutes

Ingredients (serves 10)

50g (1/3 cup) plain flour

2 eggs, lightly beaten

1 ths milk

95¢ (11/2 cups) fresh breadcrumbs

1059 (11/3 cups) finely grated parmesan cheese

Pinch of cayenne pepper

2 x 2359 btls Always Fresh Spanish stuffed olives, rinsed, drained
Extra-light olive oil, to deep-fry

1. Line a baking tray with non-stick baking paper. Place the flour on a plate. Combine the egg and
milk in a bowl. Combine the breadcrumbs, parmesan and cayenne pepper in a bowl.

2. Dip olives in flour and shake off excess. Dip in the egg mixture, then in the breadcrumb mixture,
pressing to coat. Place on lined tray. Place in the fridge for 15 minutes to chill.

3. Add enough oil to a large saucepan to reach a depth of 5cm. Heat to 190°C over medium-high
heat (when oil is ready a cube of bread will turn golden brown in 10 seconds). Add one-fifth of
the olives to the oil and cook for 30 seconds or until golden. Use a slotted spoon to transfer to a
plate lined with paper towel. Repeat, in 4 more batches, with the remaining olives, reheating oil
between batches. Place in a serving bowl and serve.

Sangria
Ingredients (serves 8) or two if you like

4 oranges

2 lemons

1 apple, unpeeled, core removed, diced

1 teaspoon ground cinnamon

1/4 cup brandy

750ml bottle red wine (see note)

1/4 cup caster sugar

750m| bottle soft drink (lemonade, soda water or ginger ale)

1. Thinly slice 1 orange and 1 lemon. Cut each slice into small wedges and place in a large bowl.
Add apple, cinnamon and brandy. Stir to combine. Cover and refrigerate overnight.

2. Juice remaining oranges and lemon. Combine 1 1/2 cups wine, 1 1/2 tablespoons sugar, 1 1/2
cups soft drink, 1/4 cup orange juice and 1 1/2 tablespoons lemon juice in a jug. Add half the
apple mixture. Stir to combine. Repeat with remaining ingredients in another jug.

3. Spoon crushed ice into 8 tall glasses. Pour over sangria. Serve.
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
